3. This evening at 9:00 PM, the novena of Our Lady of Mount Carmel begins and 

will last until July 15th, concluding with the Solemn Mass of Our Lady of 
Mount Carmel on July 16th, in the Igreja do Carmo, at 9:00 PM. 

4. Registration is now open for the parish pilgrimage to Fátima and Alcobaça 
on September 28th and 29th. We want to consecrate the next pastoral year to 
Our Lady of Fatima on September 28th. Please register with the parish office 
if you wish to attend. 

5. We are making the Santa Luzia Pastoral Center across the road available for 
events: including weddings, baptisms, and birthdays.

We will have a week dedicated to this celebration, with the following 
program:

b. On July 23rd there will be the Walk of St. James, beginning at 9:00 PM 
here at Santiago church and ending at the Chapel of Nossa Sra. das 
Ondas. 

c. Also on July 25th, the Solemn Mass in honor of São Tiago, will be held 
at 6:30 PM here in the church and followed by a procession through 
the city center. A concert in the Praça da República will begin at 10:00 
PM that evening. 

d. The following day, July 26th, there is a celebration of grandparents with 
the Eucharist in Igreja do Carmo at 10:30 AM. All the grandparents are 
invited, of course, and followed by a harp concert by Helena Madeira. 
At 3:00 PM that day, Isabel Balancho's book on traditions and 
memories will be presented at the Municipal Library. 

e. To conclude the celebration, on July 28th at 11:00 AM, we will have the 
Solemn Eucharist of St. James, here at Santiago church.
